To purchase a premade rain barrel-

One source to purchase a rain barrel is at Greenway Supply located at 620 North Delaware, Indianapolis.  Their phone is 317-822-8505.  Their web site is www.greenwaysupply.net .  They have premade barrels in 4 colors- brown, blue, gray, and green.  Their 55 gallon barrels cost is around $125.  The Green Way Supply showroom is located at 620 N. To make you own rain barrel-

If people want to make their own rain barrel a source to purchase a previously used recycled barrel is B&B Box & Drum at 1527 W. Miller St., Indianapolis.  Their phone number is 317-639-5185.  Their barrels are around $20 a piece.  Of course you would also have to purchase a regular spigot and some other items depending on how you want to build your barrel for about $15 - $25 at a hardware store.  The raw barrels are heavy duty plastic and formerly had food items in them, but have been steamed cleaned (so there should not be any problem with toxicity from them).  These food grade barrels called (tight- heads) open at top.  They come with lids.
