Investigate and describe how moving air and water can be used to run machines like windmills and waterwheels.

Explain that people need water, food, air, waste removal, and a particular range of temperatures, just as other animals do.

Describe how waves, wind, water, and glacial ice shape and reshape Earth’s land surface by the erosion* of rock and soil in some areas and depositing them in other areas.

Investigate that when liquid water disappears it turns into a gas* (vapor) mixed into the air and can reappear as a liquid* when cooled or as a solid* if cooled below the freezing point of water.

Observe and explain that clouds and fog are made of tiny droplets of water.
5.3.8 
Investigate, observe, and describe that heating and cooling cause changes in the properties of materials, such as water turning into steam by boiling and water turning into ice by freezing. Notice that many kinds of changes occur faster at higher temperatures*.
